Obituary of William Webster Vaughn; Eufaula Tribune, March 18, 1931:

The passing away of such a man as W. W. Vaughn is deserving of more than casual notice.  He came to Barbour County from Georgia in early life, and made his home in the Old Spring Hill area until his death on March 11, 1931, at the ripe age of eighty-eight.  His wife preceded him some eleven years ago.  He leaves behind to mourn his loss five children, twenty-seven grand children and sixteen great-grand children, besides a great host of friends who loved and honored him for the purity and genuiness of his Christian character.  He was for many years and until his death a devoted member and a faithful deacon of the Ramah Baptist Church, and was always present at every appointment of his church until the infirmities of age made it impossible for him to attend.

His funeral service was held in the little church in the presence of a large gathering of relatives and friends, conducted by the pastor, with appropriate remarks by Col. G. L. Comer, a life-long and devoted friend of the deceased.  His body was laid to rest in the little cemetery yard by the church.  

Mr. Vaughn was a good citizen.  In all those qualities and practices which go to make a safe and loyal citizen, our county has perhaps never had a better one.  He stood always for the highest and best things in our social and civic life.  He was kind and considerate of the home life, a helpful neighbor and friend to everybody, and a Christian whose genuineness and quiet, unassuming and unostentatious, but strong in his convictions for the right.  His strength and influence lay in his genuine meekness and humility of character and manner.

Truly did he come to his grave in full age, like a shock of corn cometh in its season.  He was ready and waiting for the summons, and his passing away was like the fading out of a candle whose wick had gradually burned up.  There is something beautiful in the death of one who had lived as he did for eighty-eight years.  Such as he can afford to die, and for such, death is robbed of all its dreaded asperities.

Lizzie Mae Sims Harris to Michael Vaughn Sims; August 16, 1982:

The old Vaughn home was about a mile from old Ramah Church going back to Comer Station

The house had an open hall with [a] room on each side.  On the left was the polar [sic] and a bed room on the right was bed room.  one [sic] each end of front porch was a shed room.
  The back porch went to a porch that led to the dining room and kitchen.  From the kitchen you could go to the well for the best cold water you ever drank.

In the front yard from the gate to the house were three rows of cedar trees and out side the gate was a large Holly tree.

Grandpa and Bettie as she was call[ed] had five girls and two boys.

Aunt Cora bought the house closed in the hall and used it for [an] every day living room.  Years later she sold it to a negro.  The trees have been cut and the house destroyed by fire.

Every summer my mother Jane Lamar [of final[ly] called Jennie) would go to visit and Grandpa would meet us a[t] Comer with a wagon, pulled b[y] a mule Jim and a horse dexter.  Grandma would put a quilt in the wago[n] for us children to sit on Mama sat on the seat with Grandpa.  Each [fall] when the hogs were killed a ham was saved for each family when they came.  O boy was it good ham.  The ham, gravy and hot bisquits with home made butter was better than you get today.

Cold milk that has been in the well (a special bucket made for the well) was good drinking.  These are things I remember as a girl a few years ago.  eight[y] some years ago.
