Owned a large plantation of one of the Blue Ridge Mountains of Virginia, which was called Epperson Mountain

1757        Birth of son Thompson Epperson - 1757, Epperson Mountain, Saint Anne’s Parish, Albemarle County, VA

1776        Signed Dissenters’ Petition - 1776, Albemarle County, VA; petition made by colonists who wanted to be free from the Church of England

Volunteered service in the 14th Virginia Regiment; volunteered for two months, returned home, then enlisted again

Provided financial support to other volunteers who otherwise could not have entered military service without leaving their families destitute

1784       Received by bequeath all the property of son Francis Epperson - ca. 1784; viz - one mare, saddle and bridle, one crop of corn, two crops of tobacco

Provided lodging for the the circuit riding minister of Saint Anne’s Parish

1799        Died - October / December 1799, Saint Anne’s Parish, Albemarle County, VA; buried Epperson family cemetery, Epperson Mountain, Albemarle County, VA

At the time of his death, David Epperson and his children ownded a combined acreage of 1,400 acres on and bordering Epperson Mountain, Saint Anne’s Parish, Albemarle County, VA

1802        Widow Hannah Thompson Epperson moved to Hawkins County, TN with son Charles Epperson - ca. 1802

1800        Son John Epperson sold Epperson farm to James Durrett - 1800

David Epperson’s home and farm appear to have become part of the Blue Ridge Farm of Greenwood, VA

In the name of God, amen. 

I David Epperson of Virginia and County Albemarle, being through the mercy of God of sound mind and memory, do make appoint constitute and ordain this my last will and testament and desire it to be received by all as such. Imprimis my soul I humbly bequeath to God who gave it me. My body I commit to the earth from whence it was taken to be decently buried at the discretion of my Executrix and executors hereafter mentioned.   My will is and I positively order that all my just debts and funeral expenses be paid out of my estate, my will is and I desire that my estate be neither appraised nor sold.  Item the 1st I lend unto my beloved wife all my estate real and personal during her natural life.  Item the 2nd I give and bequeath unto my son Charles Epperson his heirs and assigns forever one half of my land so as to include the mantion [sic] spot whereon I now live.  Item I give and bequeath unto my son John Epperson his heirs and assigns forever the other half of my land.  Item 3d  I give unto my eleven children, viz, Robert, James, Thompson, William, John, and Charles Epperson, Judith Gardner, Elizabeth Proctor, Susanna Langford, Hannah Freeman and Lucy Burke [Burch?] to them and their heirs and assigns forever, all my stock of every kind whatsoever and household and [kitchen?] furniture together with the rest of my estate whatsoever not heretofore divided to be equally divided among them.  Lastly I do nominate and appoint my wife Hannah Epperson Executrix James Epperson and Jonathan Langford Executors of this my last will and testament.  In witness whereof I hereunto set my hand and seal this twenty 2 day of February one thousand seven hundred and ninety nine.
